It was Antarctica's first permanent building,and is maintained today by the Argentine government as part of its

Orcadas base. For years afterwards,throughout the heroic age of polar exploration headed by

Amundsen,Scott,Shackleton and Mawson,nothing much fancier than wooden huts went up on the white

continent.

The largest of the solar thermal installations can be found at the Brandfield House for social activities in

Rothera - installed in February of 2008. It consists of 36 vacuum tube collector panels, type ETC16, delivered

by the British company Rayotec and manufactured by the German company Schott Solar.
