Project sponsors Milele Energy and TCQ Powerare developing the project - the first utility-scale,independent

power project in Sierra Leone,which will be constructed by Shapoorji Pallonji with gas and steam turbine

equipment as well as long-term servicing,and operation and maintenance from Siemens Energy.
