How many solar panels can be installed on aroof?

Your roof will need to be large enough to fit a suitable number of solar panels,as there's rarely much point
putting just two or three panelsup there. The average solar panel takes up 2m&#178;,and your installer should
leave around 40cm on each side of the array,as well as 3cm between every panel.

Should asolar PV array be installed on anew flat roof?

Any solar designer or specifier should give the same focus to ensuring the rooftop array is installed with
methods that have as little impact as possible on the building and its waterproofing and that the array works to
its maximum potential for its entire lifespan.

How much weight does a PV system add to aroof?
A conventional PV system that includes racking materials will add approximately 6 pounds per square footof

dead load to the roof or structure,though actual weights can vary for different types of systems. Wind will add
live loads; the magnitude of live loads will depend on the geographic region and the final PV system.
